CHICAGO.   "Building codes of 
the future will not be written "for 
single cities, but will serve large 
areas, possibly several states," said 
H. E. Plummer, president of the 
National Building Officials, Confer­ 
ence. Mr. Plummer, who is also 
building commissioner of Portland, 

re., came to Chicago to attend the 
nmuil meeting of the conference, 
hlch opens here tomorrow. 
"Most cities In the past have 

adopted their codes .on a hlt-or- 
miss plan," he continued. "The re­ 
sult is contusion. It was recently 
brought lo my attention that In the 
building ordin&nees of our 26 larg­ 
est cities a reinforced concrete 
column diameter with the quality 
of the concrete and the amount of 
steel reinforcement the same in all 
cases may support a load varying 
from 2o!;,SOO to 367,000 pounds. 
Now this column- will carry the 
same load in Timbuctoo as it will 
in Iceland, or anywhere else. Nev­ 
ertheless, the codes In our large 
cities differ on tills fundamental 
point.

"As a reaction against this ten­ 
dency, building officials are devel­ 
oping model codes, which cities 
may adopt. The one being pre­ 
pared by the Pacific Coas^ Building 
Officials' Conference is a case in 
point. This code, although not in 
Its final form, has already been 
enacted by Sacramento and Al- 
hambra, Calif., and will probably 
lie used by many other cities, not 
only on the Pacific coast but in all 
parts of the Untied States. The 
Florida State Building Officials' 
Conference is using it as a model 
for a uniform code for that gtate, 
and commlssiorifers in other sections 
of the country are studying it.

"A similar movement is under 
way in Kansas, whore building In­ 
spectors and other officials are dis­ 
cussing a code" which may serve all 
the cities In that state.

"These codes fix the general .re­ 
quirements, which are the same for 
all parts of the country, but are 
so written that local authorities 
can insert provisions which have 
a direct bearing on the community

conform to existing state laws.
  example, a model code could 

be adopted word for word, and pro­ 
visions bearing on a local zoning 
law could be added to It."
