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Deductible Items On Income Taxes 
Are Reviewed By Revenue Collector

With more than 2,300,000* 'Individuals with Income in
.Southern Californians expected 
to file 1946 income tax returns 
by March 15, Collector of Inter­ 
nal Revenue Harry C. Westover 
today outlined deductible and 
non-deductible expenses.

"Taxpayers have a choice of 
filing the regular income tax 
Form 1040 in one of two ways," 
Wegtover declared. "They may 
itemize each allowable deduction 
on page 3 and then calculate 
their tax at the bottom of rhe 
page, or they may use the tax 
table on page 4 to avoid I he 
necessity of listing deductions 
and computing taxes.' This tax 
table allows an automatic 10';- 
of the income in lieu of such 
deductions as charitable contri­ 
butions, medical expenses, in­ 
terest paid, etc.

"I would strongly advise the 
use of the tax table," Westover 
said, "unless the allowable de­ 
ductions exceed 10% of the in­ 
dividual's adjusted gross income, 
as this method would prove 
cheaper.

"If the deductions are more 
than 107,, then they should be 
temized to save the taxpayer

excess of $5,000 who do not 
care to list their expenses may 
take an optional deduction of a 
flat ?500," Westover declared 

"Employees who file their 
withholding receipts as tax re­ 
turns are not permitted to item 
ize deductions. In computing 
taxes for such employees, they 
ire given the same 10% credit
as those who the tax table.'
