Ataloa related that, at the In­ 
stigation "of a woman who felt 
strongly that war was unneces- 
lary, a group of five Indian na- 
.Ions formed the first United 
Nations in America many years

 ago. Women today, banded to­ 
gether In the world-wide YWCA, 
can take In leadership In the 
building of a peaceful world. 
YWCA Is truly "your window to 
the world."
