LAW IN ACTION

WITNESSES * PASSENGERS
You may be In a car Involved 

in an accident, or witness such 
a crash. You want to do the right 
thing when such an accident 
takes place. So let us suggest 
that you have a plan -of action 
for accidents.

A.-Check the condition of the 
injured and do what you can to 
get medical care for them U they 
need it.

B. Next, identify the driven. 
Make sun that you have their 
names, addresses and license 
numbers. Identify yourself to the 
people in the cars and to officers. 
Then talk to witnesses. Get their 
names, addresses and state* 
ments of the details of the acci­ 
dent. Write this down, on the 
spot'Make Wtltten'notes ol'the- 
main circumstances of the acci­ 
dent. Measure skid marks. Note 
the posltloni of the cars, etc. '

Be specific. Don't say, "We had 
the green light," if you can hon­ 
estly say, "I saw the light turn 
green when we were about 100 
feet from the intersection." Re­ 
cord the date, time, place,

weather conditions, kinds

C. Maybe you were injured. 
If there is a chance of this, have 
your doctor examine you.

Suppose you are a witness to 
an accident, but In no way in­ 
volved In it. The law does not 
call for you to do anything about 
it. But fair play Imposes certain 
duties upon you. You can help 
to see justice done by taking the 
following steps:

(a) Help the injured.
(b) Place signals on the high­ 

way to warn oncoming cars.
(c) Write down the license 

numbers of all cars.
(d) Write down the circum­ 

stances of the accident.
(e> Give your, name and ad- 

dr«»i .to-«Uh*t.dllye.r and. any 
Injured person. 

(O Help the police. 
You may be called as a wit­ 

ness. But it may take a long 
time before you are asked to tell 
what you saw and heard. Testify 
from careful notea made on the 
scene, and you will not get con­ 
fused on the witness stand.
