Special Test Slated 
for Southland Guard

One thousand .member? of Southern California's 40th 
Armored Division, including citizen-soldiers of Torrance's 
Company E, 132nd Armored Engineer Battalion, will un­ 
dergo a comprehensive one-day test during summer field' 
training later this month, Aug. H-26, to determine how

their training .measures up to 
that given by the Regular 
Army.

Maj, Gen. Homor O. Eaton, 
Jr., commander of the South' 
land ' National Guard organi­ 
zation, said the men will be 
put through the first three 
phases of a four-phase test 
customarily given fulltlme 
trainees by the regular forces 
at tho' end of 16 weeks < of 
basic training.

Node of the National Guads- 
men tested will have' received 
any training other than the 
part-time instruction offered 
by National Guard or reserve 
units.

Ordered By Army
The tests have been ordered 

by Continental Army Com­ 
mand, responsible for all 
Army.training in the United 

tates, on a nationwide basin.
e thousand men from each 

ul Guard division across 
the country will be put 
through the practical outdoor 
test during field training pe­ 
riods this summer, General 
Eaton explained.

In charge of tho testing

in the "40th will be Colonel 
Cecil Himes, Regular Army 
representative, who is assigned 
as the 40th's senior advisor. 
Colonel Hlmes, -with Lt. Col. 
Armel Dyer and Major Ray­ 
mond II. Ross, his top aides, 
will 'conduct the test on Au­ 
gust 21 while the 40th is un­ 
dergoing field training at 
Camp Roberts, Calif. Assist­ 
ing the three officers will be 
approximately 150 other Army 
men, most of them1 soldiers 
of the regular foroea.

Col. Himes said the tests 
will be of a practical nature, 
with the young guardsmen 
given specific military prob­ 
lems to solve on the scene 
rather than on paper. They 
will receive no advance prep­ 
aration for the tests.

As an example, he ex­ 
plained, each man tested will 
be required to quickly but 
correctly "field strip" the 
Army's standard light machine 
gun. In another part of the 
test, the young recruits will 
bo required to throw a hand 
grenade at a target. They 
will be observed and graded

on such factors as their stance 
and grip of the grenade, 
throwing technique, and ac­ 
curacy,

Long-Range Planning 
Purpose of the extensive 

testing program, according to 
instructions received'here, Is 
to determine how much mil­ 
itary training of the once-a- 
week variety given National 
Guardsmen is required to 
equal a given amount of full- 
time .training such as that giv­ 
en by the Regular Army. It 
was emphasized that the tests 
are not intended to measure 
the efficiency of specific un­ 
its but merely as a basis for 
long-range Army planning. A 
critique will be held after 
each problem to provide 'fur­ 
ther training.

Change Backed

Supervisor Kenneth Hahn's 
proposal that a charter amend­ 
ment separating the office of 
county coroner from public ad­ 
ministrator and public guard­ 
ian be placed on the November 
ballot last week received the 
support of Dr. Edward X3.

Behind the Scenes

However one may rationalize 
it the steel strike, with iU huge 
losses in production' not only 
of steel but of all the finished 
goods that depend on steel, 
was a disaster. Even so, if one 
looks closely enough, one can 
find some crumbs of comfort:

1. Investors, and business 
generally, were forced to take 
i good long look at prospects 
'or the rest of the year, be­ 
cause of the widely held view 
that the economy just needed 
a hard push to start a decline. 
The rising stock market since 
the strike began shows that 
most'of them are more opti­ 
mistic now than they'were a 
year ago.

2. Federal Reserve credit 
management won its debate 
with office-holders who feared 
that credit restrictions last 
spring were too abrupt. Credit 
demand has not faded; plans 
for spending, both oh current 
needs and for capital outlays, 
have held up strongly. In fact, 
Uncle Sam himself will have to 
pay an extra $64 million in 
interest in the next 12 months 
on one batch of refunded se­ 
curities. Obviously no one is 
worried about not finding em­ 
ployment for his money.

Last week's announcement 
by the Council of. Economic 
Advisers, that gross national 
product in the second quarter 
was at a rate of $408, billion a 
year, shows the economy still 
slanting strongly upward, al­ 
though lack of materials in 
widening sectors of industry 
may make the actual figures a 
little lower ifl the current 
quarter.

Midget A-Bomber to Enter 
Fleet Introduction Tests

Douglas Aircraft's midget 
jet A-bomber, the A4D Sky 
hawk, will soon enter the test- 
Ing equivalent of the home 
stretch as -the Navy puts 'the 
speedy carrier plane through 
its Fleet Introduction Pro­ 
gram, better known as FIP.

Capt. F. O. Pfotenhauer, 
Bureau of Aeronautics Repre­ 
sentative at the El Segundo 
Divjpion of Douglas where 
A4D's are now in mass pro­ 
duction, announced yesterday 
that FIP trials are scheduled 
to commence August 7 and 
continue for six to eight 
weeks.

The intense testing .pro­ 

gram which is the last step 
preparatory to fleet deliver­ 
ies from El Segundo, will be

held .at Quonset Point, R.I. 
under direction of the Serv­ 
ice Test Division of the Naval 
Air Test Center, Patuxent Riv­ 
er, .. Md. Cmdr. Marlar ' E 
Stewart of San Miguel, A4D 
project officer for Service 
Test, will head the FIP trials 

Capt. Pfotenhauer said six 
airplanes are being flown to 
the East Coast for FIP. Trials 
will consist of accelerated 
'round-the-clock flight evalua 
tlons under actual fleet op­ 
erating conditions, Including 
aerial armament tests within 
all tactical capabilities of the 
aircraft, he said.

OLD SKILL REVIVED—The
old-time shoemaker   the 
craftsman who could take a 
shoe from leather to foot is 
jack on the job. One of the 
nation's old shoe companies, E. 
E. Taylor Corp. of Freeport, 
Haine, has recruited 120 of the 
old skilled shoemakers, who 
make handsown, hand-lasted 
footwear in 65 different shoe 
styles.

Millard S. Peabody, presi­ 
dent, believes the popularity of 
shoes with handmade features 
is related to the big swing to­ 
ward casual clothes, as well as 
the revival of interest in per­ 
sonal craftsmanship generally.

"People are ready for prod­ 
ucts that aren't mass-produced 
and exactly alike," he 'says.

The company's shoes use the 
moccasin principle of cradling 
the foot in a sling of soft up­ 
per leather. The upper leather 
goes completely around the 
foot, and this ia hand-lasted to 
the middle and outer soles. 
Output is about 800 pairs o" 
shoes a day, and this will be 
increased when workers can 
be found   or trained. The

training takes two years or 
more.

FARM TURN, MAYBE — A
six-month rise, slow but steady, 
Carried farm prices at the end 
of June to a point 11 per cent, 
above where they were as the 
year began.. For the first time 
in four years, year-to-year com­ 
parisons show current prices 
better than those of the like 
month a year earlier.

There's still a- big harvest to 
come this fall. Moreover, it 
will take more than a few prof­ 
itable months to get the farm 
machinery and fertilizer busi­ 
nesses fattened up again. Still, 
it's been so long since the 
farmer has been doing any­ 
thing but sliding down a long 
graph that he's feeling much 
better than he was.
