Baylor Tops
Scorers,
Rebounders

Los Angeles' Elgin Baylor 
exchanged places with Cincin­ 
nati's Oscar Robertson in the 
NBA's scoring race. Baylor 
spiced the infant battle with
90 points in three games last 
week, while Robertson was re­ 
stricted to 39 in two outings.

Baylor has 270 tallies in nine 
games for a 30.0 average, sec­ 
ond only to the 34.3 of the 
giant, Wilt Chamberlain of 
Philadelphia.

Syracuse's recent acquisition 
from St. Louis, Dave Gambee, 
is the most accurate at the 
foul line, .920 on 23 out of 25 
and is followed by Archie Dees 
of Detroit with .913 on 21 out 
of 23 tries. Ken Sears of New 
York was third with .891.

In the rebound tables, Elgin 
Baylor continues to pace the 
retrievers with 189 snatches, 
as compared to 171 retrieves 
for Chamberlain. The Los An­ 
geles leaper has played three 
more games than the Philadol 
phian, whose output of 28.5 
per game is the best average. 
Bailey Howell of Detroit is 
third with an even 100 and Bill 
Russell of Boston is fourth 
with 98.

Robertson is still well ahead 
of Ihe playmaker pack with 82 
and his immediate challengers 
are now Rod Hundley of Los 
Angeles with 45 and Gene Shue 
of Detroit with 44. The Big O's
9.1 assists per outing is also 
the league's best.
