
'Profitable Year' Forecast By 
Aeronca Manufacturing Officials

A 'Profitable Your" anil an 
increase of $4 million of sales 
lor 1961 were forecast for 
Aeronca Manufacturing Corp.' 
in the firm's annual report to 
shareholders made public Mon­ 
day.

In the report, John A. Law- 
li*r. Aeronca's president, an­ 
nounced the loss of $2.459.591 
on sales of more than $30 mil­ 
lion for 1960. This is the first 
loss year the company has had 
in ten years In 1959 Aeronca 
earned more than $690.000 af­ 
ter taxes while corporate sales 
totaled $2:5.619.512.

l.awlcr pointed out the 
unwih of the company's com­ 
mercial products lines which 
netted more than 43 per cent 
of the firm's sales for 1960. Ac­ 
cording to Lawlcr, $13.189.870 
of the S30.370.135 in corporate 
sales originated with the three 
commercial products division, 
two of which were added to 
Aeronca in I960 as part of a 
planned diversification pro­

gram Three major factors 
were cited by Uiwlcr as prin- i 
cipal reasons for the loss. | 

A decision by Aeronca's; 
management to maintain a 
competent organization for the , 
design and production of 
honeycomb structures for the 
H-70 after the program had 
been cancelled in December. 
1959 accounted for nearly half 
ol the loss.

THE DECISION, however.
( enabled Aeronca to retain an 

important place in the current 
B-70 production program. I-aw- 
ler said. "Our share of the 
2000 mile per hour jet air ve-

! hide is larger than ever be­ 
fore." he wrote to sharehold­ 
ers. Problems with design and 
development of missile base 
shelters, and the heavy invest­ 
ment made in skilled, scien­ 
tific, and technical manpower 
for Aerospace Division at Bal­ 
timore also accounted for 
some of the loss, Lawler said.
