MAMI.A One bright sym­ 
bol of Manila. 1963. is the 
"jeepney." a garishly painted | 
;ind adorned vehicle born 18 
u-ars ago as a post-war ex­ 
pedient that has become the 
standard means of getting 
(rom one place to another in 
this overcrowded and under- 
planned city.

The jeepney began life af­ 
ter World War II when the 
t'nited States sold some 
15.000 Jeeps that were stock­ 
piled for an invasion of Japan 
that never came. Dispensed 
at a fraction of their cost, the

sturdy little vehicles were 
converted into canopied jit­ 
neys that could carry up to 
10 passengers.

Today there are still more 
than 7,000 in action.

A first class jeepney is dis­ 
tinctive, if not a thing of 
beauty. A standard model 
might come striped with half 
a dozen neon shades, be dec­ 
orated with plastic propellers 
and fenders, crocheted fring­ 
es around the windshield, 
dashboard saints and rosary 
beads, and show tailgate

moltoes like 'Be My Love." 
"I'm Yours." "One More 
Chance" and "In tiod We 
Trust "

Darting in and nut of traf­ 
fic, horns blaring and tires 
squealing, pugnaciously com­ 
peting for passengers, the 
jcepncys are a headache to 
passengers and city planners 
alike. <. ••• ••;.-

For the uninitiated tourist, a 
jeepney ride is an unnerving 
experience.

Climbing in the open back 
^ale and squeezing between 
passengers on one of the fac 
ing benches, the stranger
finds that all he can see is a 
confusing and menacing as 
sortment of tires and fenders

feinting, attacking, passing, 
and cutting in. accompanied 
by exhaust fumes, impatient 
horns and rock and roll music 
from vehicle raidos tuned 
full-volume.

City leaders admit the jeep­ 
ney has outlived its utility, 
and their gradual retirement 
is the aim of a current plan 
fur renovation of Manila's in­ 
adequate system of public 
transportation. A Washing­ 
ton, D.C. transit company, in­ 
vited to come up with a solu­ 
tion, has termed the present 
situation "critical and cha­ 
otic."

The Washington firm has 
recommended jeepneys be re­ 
placed by buses and rapid

transit trains under munici­ 
pal ownership Whether ils 
suggestions take root depends 
not only on the country's par­ 
tisan politics, but on the 
habits of Manila's status-con­ 
scious populace, which holds 
buses inferior to jeepneys.

Garden Checklist
1. Prune weigelia. spirea. lilac and oher spring 

flowering shrubs if you haven't already. The idea is to 
encourage them into new growth which will carry next 
year's bloom

2. Tubprous begonias are still available for plant­ 
ing. Most nurseries offer them as started seedlings in 
bands or flats.

3. Lift and divide tall bearded iris when they have 
gone out of bloom. They should be divided every three 
or four years and reset in a dry sunny location.

4 Remove faded flow or heads on rhododendrons. 
Simply snap them off at the stalk.

A. Gladiolus and dahlias may still be planted for 
late summer bloom.
