Poor voting turn - out at 
past national and local elec­ 
tions was hit by Congress­ 
man Cecil R. Kin£ when he 
addressed a meeting of the 
T'orrance Democrats, Inc., 
here recently.

Pointing out that less than 60 
per cent of the eligible voter* caat 
ballots in the 1948 presidential 
election, he lashed out at people 
who criticize the government, but 
do not bother to vote in elections.

Ella Schwartz, Democratic State 
commitee-woman.
