Handicapped today called upon 
buaineaamen to consider the akills 

I and experience of handicapped 
worker* for any Jobs open during 
"NEPH Week," beginning;' next 
Sunday, Oct. ft thru Oct. 11.

Paul Diamond, chairman of the 
local committee, Raid that em­ 
ployment of physically disabled 
people "In a good business" for the 
community.

The worker with a physical li­ 
mitation when properly selected 
and placed is as good a worker 
and often better than unimpaired 
employees, Diamond said. He as­ 
serted their disabilities do not 
count when they are placed in 
jobs for which they are fitted. 
Chairman Diamond said handi­ 
capped workers are careful, in­ 
terested in their jobs and less in­ 
clined to "Job hopping" and ab­ 
senteeism.

Diamond said that he had been 
informed by Mrs. Winona Ellis, 
manager of the local Department 
of Employment Office, that ap­ 
proximately 148 handic a p p • d 
workers with varied skills and 
experience are ready for employ­ 
ment

the workers, chairman Diamond 
naid.

"We should use the employment 
service and the other cooperating 
community agencies in demonstra­ 
ting the widely accepted principle 
that, it Is good business to hire 
the handicapped," Diamond said.
