school districts — elementary 
school and junior and senior 
high school divisions.

One of the propositions will 
ask that the present elementary 
school tax ceiling—currently set 
at $1.10—be increased by 20 
cents. TTie second proposition 
will seek approval of an in­ 
crease of the high school tax 
ceiling—now at 90 cents—by 45 
cents. These figures are for 
each $100 of assessed valuation.

If approved the two proposi­ 
tions would be increased $1.30 
and $1.35, respectively and 
would bring the total tax limi­ 
tation?; for Los Angeles' three 
districts to an even $3 for oper­ 
ating expenses. The present 
coiling of 35 cents in the junior 
college district would not be af­ 
fected because the system at 
present is using only half of 
this maximum.

Approval of the proposed tax 
ceilings will not mean that 
school district taxes will Imme­ 
diately rise to the $3 level, Mrs. 
Stafford emphasized.

"We are only asking for the 
increase in tax limitations to 
give our school district some 
leeway in financing the vast ed­ 
ucational program that must be 
carried out—since both the ele­ 
mentary and high school cur­ 
rent tax rates have reached the 
ceilings presently established," 
the board president emphasized.

It may be some time before 
the annual tax rates would 
eventually reach the new ceil­ 
ings, depending upon other 
sources of income such as 
changes in assessed valuation 
of property and an increase in 
apportionments from state 
funds.
