Citizens of Incorporated cities 
whose collection systems are al­ 
ready in operation, or residents 
of unincorporated areas lying 
within existing garbage and 
refuse disposal districts have no 
collection problems. But, warns 
Dr. Gilbert, householders in un­ 
incorporated areas not within 
disposal districts have only a 
few days more in which to ar­ 
range with their nearest private 
ollectors for rubbish pickup 

service and payment therefor. 
A householder may haul his own 
refuse to a lawful disposal fa­ 
cility if he desires to do so.

Private collectors have been 
giving service in unincorporated 
areas for some time, but on Oc­ 
tober 1 these operations will be 
expanded to include some 
300,000 households.
