It has narrow, leathery leaves

The rose-like 
blossonjH may be white, pink, or 
red, and form a cluster at thei 
end of the stem.

All parts of the oleander shrub 
are poisonous, and ft does not 
take very much of it to cause 
severe poisoning or death. In 
southern Kurope the plant is 
used as a rat. poison since its 
action on rode its is much the 
same as that of red squill, which 
is widely used in this country as 
a rodenticide.
